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The Second World War

The Second World War lasted from 1939 to 1945, On

one side were the Axis Powers (including Germany, taly
and Japan). On the other side were the Allied Powers
(including Britain, France, the Soviet Union and the USA).
After six years of fighting, the Alied Powers won. Children,
as well as adults, were affected by the war.
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Evacuation

During the war, German planes dropped bombs on
British cities in an attempt to destroy factories, dockyards
and airfields but homes and schools were alsa hit. The
government decided to evacuate children from the citis,
Where they might be in danger, to the countryside where
they would be safer Children who were evacuated were
called evacuees, They went to live with other families who
Tooked after them until the war ended.
